TOURNAMENT RULES

RULES AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT: The following rules will be used for the 2008 KANSAS-NEBRASKA CONVENTION of SOUTHERN BAPTIST FISHIN’…the RIGHT SIDE Tournament. It will be the responsibility of each participant to read and fully understand these rules as entrants will be subject to disqualification for noncompliance. All entrants agree by the completing and submitting of an entry form, signing of the same, payment of entry fees and participating in this event, to abide by all rules set forth. They further acknowledge and hold harmless for any liabilities the Kansas-Nebraska Convention of Southern Baptist, U.S. Army Corp of Engineers, Rock Creek Resort and Marina, Ozawkie Boat Company or any of their employees, associates and supporters; tournament sponsors, hosts, contestants and Tournament Officials for all claims, injuries and/or damages incurred in connection with this tournament. Each participant acknowledges that their personal safety and care of their property will be their sole responsibility and their participation in this tournament, and related activities, is voluntary.

ENTRY FEES: Entry fees will be seventy-five($75) dollars, per team, for the purposes of entering this event in one species category. Teams must declare one of the five categories, as their primary choice and at the time they submit their entry fee, if they intend to fish for one species only. Participants may fish in additional categories by submitting a five($5) dollar entry fee for each additional category selected. EXAMPLE: Team wishes to fish for Bass, White Bass and Walleye;  $75 Base Entry Fee(Bass), $5 White Bass category and $5 Walleye category; Grand total to fish all three catergories-$85. Blast off positions will be determined by the date Entry Forms/Fees are received.

ELIGIBILITY: Anyone who possesses a valid Kansas fishing license, unless exempt by law, has submitted and signed an official entry form and paid in full all entry fees will be eligible for participation in Fishin’ …the Right Side Tournament, regardless of age. Any contestant, under the age of eighteen, MUST be accompanied by an adult team partner over eighteen years of age.

TEAMS: Teams may consist of no more than two eligible participants as defined in ELIGIBILITY. Participants may fish separately but only if they are at least eighteen years of age, have paid in full a team entry fee and completed and signed the official entry form. “BANK”, “DOCK” and/or “NON-BOATING” individuals and teams may compete as long as they comply with those rules set forth in ELIGIBITY and TEAMS, as well as paid all additional expenses required for their type of angling, ie: Pier Fishing Fees. Anyone choosing to fish from property managed, owned and/or operated by private concerns will be subject to those rules established by said concern(s). Any violations of these rules will call for a disqualification of the angler(s). 

PRE-TOURNAMENT MEETING: All participants must attend the pre-tournament meeting, Friday, June 27 at 4:00 P.M., at the “Showroom” located on the north property of Rock Creek Resort and Marina unless expressly exempt by the Tournament Director. Tournament Rules, activities and blast off procedures will be addressed at this time.

TOURNAMENT HEADQUARTERS: Tournament Headquarters will be Rock Creek Resort and Marina. Blast off and check in will take place at Tournament Headquarters.

TOURNAMENT HOURS: Tournament hours will be from 6:00 A.M., or safe light, to 3:00 P.M. All participants will be required to check in at a designated location. Anyone failing to check in by 3:00 P.M. will be disqualified. 

PERMITTED FISHING LOCATIONS: All boating contestants may fish any waters, accessible by boat, located within the boundaries of Perry Lake, except those prohibited by state or federal law or by private concerns. Boating contestants will not be permitted to fish within the area from the east opening of Rock Creek Bridge north to the point of the rock jetty and all waters east of that location. This area will be identified as Rock Creek Resort and Marina. All “BANK”, “DOCK” and/or “NON-BOATING” participants will be allowed to fish only that area identified as Rock Creek Resort and Marina and within the east confines of that area from the east opening of Rock Creek Bride south to the point of the rock jetty and referred to as the “sailboat marina cove”. No contestant shall fish within twenty-five yards of another contestant.

BOATERS/NON-BOATERS DEFINED: BOATERS will be those participants fishing from watercraft having a five horsepower, or larger, engine. NON-BOATERS(including “DOCK” and “BANK” participants) will be those participants fishing without the use of watercraft or fishing from a craft having an engine of less than five horsepower. Watercraft powered by electric, human and/or wind power will be allowed.

BOATS: All boats, regardless of size, horsepower or configuration, will comply with all state and federal laws. Kill switches, if equipped, will be required to be in proper working condition and in proper use during anytime the combustible engine is operating. 

LIFE JACKETS: All BOATERS will wear, zip and snap life jackets during the blast off and anytime during the tournament when the engine is operating and the boat is actually on plane. 

LIVE WELLS: Due to the unique format of this event, live wells will not be required. However, a one pound penalty will be assessed for presentation of a dead fish. In order to facilitate anglers, the Tournament Scales will open immediately following the blast off and remain so during the entirety of the tournament. Participants may present fish for weigh in, at anytime during the tournament, and then return to fishing after their fish has been weighed and verified. 

FISHNG METHODS/TACKLE: All allowable fishing methods and techniques, pursuant to state and federal laws, will be permitted. No tracking, bugging or other such devices may be implanted in fish, nor shall any two-way radios, cell phones or other communicative devices be used to alert anglers of prospective angling opportunities during tournament hours.

LAKE-OFF LIMITS: Perry Lake will be off limits beginning at 4:00 P.M., June 27, until tournament take off on June 28. No other OFF LIMITS time will exist. 

ALCOHOL: All participants are prohibited from consuming alcoholic beverages during the tournament and all tournament related activities.

SCORING: This is a big fish tournament in five separate categories; LARGEMOUTH BASS, WHITE BASS, WALLEYE, CATFISH and CRAPPIE. The largest fish, by weight, in each category will win. A participating team may win in more than one category if they have so indicated on their entry form and paid the appropriate entry fee(s). All fish presented to the scales for weigh in must be of legal length in accordance with Kansas law. Any fish that is presented to the scales and does not meet the minimum length requirement will be released immediately and the team presenting the illegal fish will be disqualified, regardless of their standing. The penalized team will not be allowed to weigh any additional fish for tournament consideration. The following will be the minimum length requirements for the five tournament categories: LARGEMOUTH BASS-18 inches, WALLEYE-15 inches, CRAPPIE-10 inches. There are no minimum length requirements on WHITE BASS and CATFISH. For the purposes of this tournament, LARGEMOUTH BASS will include SMALLMOUTH and SPOTTED BASS. CATFISH will include CHANNEL and FLATHEAD CATFISH. WALLEYE will include SAUGER and SAUGEYE. All participants are encouraged to have some type of measuring device, in their possession, during the tournament. 

A “Courtesy Measuring Board” will be available for all participants to check the length of their fish prior to presenting them for weigh in. The correct procedure for measuring fish will be from the tip of the snout to the end of the tail, with mouth closed and tail lobes pressed together. 

Participants may possess, and keep, a quantity of fish in compliance with Kansas creel law, except LARGEMOUTH, SMALLMOUT and SPOTTED BASS. All LARGEMOUTH, SMALLMOUTH and SPOTTED BASS presented at weigh in will be immediately returned to the water, after being weighed, unless deceased.

CHURCH TRAVELING TROPHY: The highest aggregate weight of the team(s) representing a church will determine WINNERS of the CHURCH TRAVELING TROPHY. That church will retain possession of the of the TROPHY until a new WINNER is determined at the next year’s Fishin’…the Right Side Tournament.

TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE: A Tournament Committee will be established by, and including the Tournament Director, for the purpose of ruling on matters resulting from the implementation, operation and participation in Fishin’…the Right Side Tournament(s). All decisions by the Tournament Committee will be final.
