Day 1: Who am I? 
Bible Story: God Creates People (Genesis 2:4-24) 
Life Application: I am God’s greatest creation. I can praise Him. 
Bible Verse: I will praise You, because I have been remarkably and wonderfully made. Your works 
are wonderful, and I know this very well. Psalm 139:14 
 
Day 2: Does God care about me? 
Bible Story: Joseph Recalls God’s Provision (Genesis 45:1-14) 
Life Application: God cares about me. I can trust Him no matter what. 
Bible Verse: Casting all your care upon Him, because He cares about you. 1 Peter 5:7 
 
Day 3: What is God’s plan for me? 
Bible Story: Jesus and Zacchaeus (Luke 19:1-10) 
Life Application: God has a plan for me. I can have a relationship with Jesus. 
Bible Verse: For I know the plans I have for you – this is the LORD’s declaration – plans for your 
welfare, not for disaster, to give you a future and a hope. Jeremiah 29:11 
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Day 4: How can I be like Jesus? 
Bible Story: Jesus, Our Example (Luke 5:16; Luke 4:14-16; Mark 6:30-46) 
*Teaching that Jesus prayed, went to church, and cared about others. 
Life Application: I can be like Jesus. I can follow His example. 
Bible Verse: Make your own attitude that of Christ Jesus. Philippians 2:5 
 
Day 5: What do I do now? 
Bible Story: Go to It! Do It! (Philippians 4:4-9) 
Life Application: I know what to do. I can live in ways that honor God. 
Bible Verse: Now if any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives to all generously and 
without criticizing, and it will be given to him.

Route 2: Destination Thankfulness (Chicago) 
Bible Story: Where Were the Nine? (Luke 17:11-18) 
Life Application: I can choose to thank Jesus. 
Bible Verse: Give thanks in everything, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus. 1 
Thessalonians 5:18 
 
Route 3: Destination Salvation (Lebanon, Kansas) 
Bible Story: The Road to Salvation (Matthew 26:36-42; 27:33-50; 28:1-10) 
Life Application: I can choose to accept Jesus as my Savior and Lord. 
Bible Verse: He is not here! For He has been resurrected, just as He said. Come and see the place 
where He lay. Matthew 28:6 
 
Route 4: Destination Belief (Yellowstone National Park) 
Bible Story: Believe It! (John 20:19-31) 
Life Application: I can choose to believe Jesus is real. 
Bible Verse: But these are written so that you may believe Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, 
and by believing you may have life in His name. John 20:31 
 
Route 5: Destination Obedience (Knott’s Berry Farm, California) 
Bible Story: Choices on the Open Road (Acts 8:26-38) 
Life Application: I can choose to obey Jesus. 
Bible Verse: Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
