The first place winner at State will
receive a $200 scholarship to be used to attend any youth event sponsored by
the Southern Baptist Convention, the Kansas-Nebraska Convention, their local
association or church. The second place winner will receive a $100 scholarship
and the third place winner will receive a $75 scholarship.
